ADDITIONAL MFP REQUIREMENTS

REQUIRED COURSES IN THE FELLOWSHIP INCLUDE:
· Four/five graduate level courses in mental health and/or substance abuse

· Four courses in research and applied statistics

· Two courses in qualitative methods

· Three-hundred (300) hours of supervised research with a senior faculty member who has expertise in mental health or substance abuse disorders, and who manifests cultural competence with the population that you are inviting to participate in your research.  The supervised research must include experiences such as writing background and significance statements, design and methods sections; data analysis and interpretation of results; completion of human subjects protocols; and data maintenance, presentation of results, and so forth.

DOCUMENTS REQUIRED AT THE END OF EACH SEMESTER: 

· Official Copy of  your transcript

· An assessment of your academic and research progress signed by you and your academic advisor (Please do not exceed 150 words) 

DOCUMENTS REQUIRED AT THE BEGINNING OF THE SEMESTER:
An electronic copy of your major advisor’s Curriculum Vita (if not already on file), indicating his/her expertise in mental health and substance abuse research.  Include the contact information for the Chairperson of your Department or Dean of your college.  
DISSERTATION REQUIREMENTS:
A three-page description of your research topic should be forwarded to the Program Office two months prior to your candidacy defense or comprehensive examination.  The description should include your research purpose, questions/hypotheses, and synoptic review of literature, theoretical and operational definitions, and theoretical framework, and design/methods.  The description must include a data analysis plan.  It is imperative that this information highlight mental health and/or substance abuse disorders research.  If this information does not reflect compliance with the SAMHSA guidelines, you, your advisor, and the Chairperson of your Department will be immediately notified and informed that the focus in not acceptable.  A revision must be forwarded to the program Office no later than EXACTLY one month after the date of notification.  Again, for emphasis and clarity, please be reminded that the purpose of the fellowship is to prepare experts in substance abuse and mental health disorders research that are culturally competent to conduct research and provide services to ethnic minority populations.

OTHER SCHOLARLY REQUIREMENTS OF THE FELLOWSHIP:
Over the course of the year, the MFP at the American Nurses Association will sponsor workshops, micro-mini institutes, summer institutes, weekend seminars, and other learning activities that are designed to strengthen your learning.

Speakers for these activities will be leaders in their specific areas with a dedication to guide and support MFP Fellows in their development as scientists.  SAMHSA will also sponsor Institutes and national meetings that focus on mental health and substance abuse disorders.  Since these learning activities are required components of this fellowship, you are expected to participate in them.  Particular information about a planned scholarly activity will be shared with you in a timely manner, and as they evolve.


The MFP has implemented additional scientific and scholarly requirements that must be addressed each year during the fellowship. 

Primarily, they include research and scholarly presentations, publishing in refereed journals, and participating in organizations such as the Midwest Nursing Research Society, the Southern Nursing Research Society, the Eastern Nursing Research Society, and the Western Society for Research in Nursing of the Western Institute of Nursing.  The nature of the requirements is based on the number of years that you have been a Fellow.  The information that follows is provided to help you plan your yearly contributions to science and service.
